Service Efficiency" in the March 
number. The writer will therefore 
deal briefly with that part of our 
operators' duties covering the count-

ing messages as per Regulation 7:l. 
chapter xi. General Orders. and par­
ticularly as regards the counting of 
the station of destination. 

To quote from the abo,·e mentioned 
article: ·'The correct word counting 
of messages appears to pr sent ome 
difficulty to a number of our men .... 
A regular stumbling block is the 
counting of the office of destination . 
This should always be counted as one 
word.'' 

The method of counting and charg­
ing f r wireles mes ages is accord-
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ing to "Cable Count", which means, 
all written in the address, text and 
signature is to be counted and charg­
ed for. According to International 
Telegraph Convention rules, as well 
a the Company's General Order , the 
number of words counted for pur­
po e of charo-e hall include all that 
the sender writes 011 the telegraph 
form to be transmitted. In the ad­
clre s the name of the telegraph office 
of destination including any indica­
tion of the country or di trict to di -
tinguish it from other offices of the 
ame name. is counted and charcrecl 

for as ne word, irrespective of its 
length. The operator should join up 
the word· composing the name of the 
office of destination and signal it as 
one word." 

Upon inve ti 00ation it i· found that 
the majority of places in the United 
State call for the addition of the 
State to di tinguis•h them and for the 

ake of uniformity it is the rule to so 

add the name of the State in all case . 

At land station where connection 
1 made with the American landline 
company, some method of dealing 
with traffic so that the two systems 
may not conflict has to be followed, 
and for the guidance of operators at 
those stations it is pointed out that 
the placing in brackets of that part 
of the office of de tination denoting 
the State, i all that is nece sary to 
ensure the adjusting of the difference 
and at the same time promote har­
moniou working. 

I am again reluctantly compelled 
to mention the fact that many of our 
operators are apparently unfamiliar 
with the -Company's General Orders, 
and to those men in particular I 
would advise they become better ac­
quainted with the Rule and Regula­
tions, for only by so doing can we 
hope to attain an efficient service.
