"Will i t  la t '! Is it j ust a craze t hat will

again about radio, due perhaps to the public' · 
activity in purchasing sets, and the larg ·ums 
now being invested comm rcially in he bu ine . 

It is hardly necessary to reply to such foolis l1 
comments, but since some may be influenced by 
them it is not out of place to point out that the 
same thing was said about steam tra tion . and 
even worse was alleged against the moto1· cat·. 
Eve1·y new thing has had to run th  Yauntlet of 
the croakers and Radio has proved no exception . 

Radio WiJ J  Become Necessary ' ommodity."' 
That radio will last is as certain a the su11 

h ines. It will do more than merely "last .' ' 
With improvements being reported ev ry day , 
radio will perform such a publ ic serv ice that it 
will become one of the necessitie. of everyday 
Jife. 

Recently in an Arbitration ourt hearing t.he 
plea wa put forward that the standard for women 
should he ufficient to permit of a visit to the pie­
tuxes once a week, a football match . and the co t 
of getting the hair bobbed. If those ar admitted 
to be "nece sary commoditie '' t hen it ma not be 
long before the cost of listening-in to n w . en­
tertainment, and educative items wil l  be urged 
before an industrial tribunal as fai r  ground for 
an increase in wages.

I Jut we are rapidly approaching the time when 
racUo will be so universal that nobod. can really 
afford to be without it. 

Going back a few years it will be recalled that 
folk who rode for the fu·st time in car that stuck 
up a dozen times in reaching Mount Lofty wore 
off autos for ever. lt was only a pa ing phase. 
The progress of the motor wa inevitable, and 
ahout radio the sam story will be told . 

Need for Efficient Broadcasting. 
The chief means of advancing it in the esti­

mation of the public rests at this stage with the 
quality of the broadcasting carried out. Faulty 
transmission :md weak programmes mean only 
one thing. When somebody li tens for the firs 
time, and the service is not good . a bad impres-

sion i created. ' ' If  this is radio. then I want 
none of it, ' '  says the novice. 

We canno afford to wait too long for im-
provements. With only one Cla s A station in 
outh Australia, a high public trust is reposed in

it to put out t he  very best programmes on the 
maximum power. By this mean ,programmes, 
v.ithin 25 miles at least, can be picked up so effi­
ciently that set wil l  become heap enough for all 
to listen-in. 

Over its difficulties and di appointments du 
to non-arrival of plant, the S.A. Broadca ting 
Company is entitled to the sympathy of the pub­
l ic , hut in th i s  world nobody cares about the 
trouble of the other fellow. What the people 
want now is to know when a 5 k.w. set is t be 
rected .  The promise of a 500 watt set this 

month is satisfactory, but it is on� an instalment. 
The question of the bigger station is paramount. 
We have no hesitation in impressing this upon the 
c mpany which ha a directorate of strong men 
capable of tackling the problem and bl'inging mat­
ten: to a � uccessful issue. 

Anothel' point i that Adelaide cannot be al­
lowed to lag too far behind ydney Melbourne, 
and Perth .  This city leads in amateur transmis­
sion . 1.'he aim now hould be to make it the 
leader in broaclca ting, too. 

We have every confidence in the ability of 
the S.A. Broadcasting and Radio Company to 
deliver the goods, and look forward to an early 
announcement rega1·ding the installation of a full 
powered station . 

Summer Static. 
Of great importance during the month has 

been the reception in all parts of Austl·alia of 
KGO, the General Electric's station at Oakland, 
California. ow that summer time static has 
come in it i unlikely that much success will be 
achieved in picking them up. In this connec­
tion the article by Mr. Ha1·1·y Kauper in this issue 
advising how atmospherics can be minimised will 
be read with interest.

broadcasting I may ay that my p 'r­
s nal exp rience ha be n that it i 11ot 
at all objectionabl , and doe n 1 
worry the listener to any great 
tent. In the great m tropolis, of 
cour ther are many canaries, but 
the broadcasting drO\ ns them out ·n­
tirely. Of course, in long distan re­
ception with multi•amplification, a 
little trouble may be experienced. 
have received music and speech from 
distances ranging from 10 up to 1,500 

mile without much trouble. I think 
the canarie are greatly exaggerated." 

Although at the present time some 
annoyance is cau ed in Adelaide by 
regenerative receiver , operated by in-
xperienc d owner , it must be re­

membered that we are dealing with 
lo\ power tran mission only. When 
5000 watt (or even 500w) is o be 
used in the station on the Grosvenor, 
cv ryone' aim will be to u e as little 
regen ration as possible. 

Time \ ill prove, but with Australia, 
one of the mo t parsely populated 
countrie , the o cillating valve prob­
lem should not be serious.
